# extract number of rows, number of columns from mtcars
.[nr, nc] <- dim(mtcars)
c(nr, nc)

# extract first, last element of vector
J[first, .., last] <- c(1, 2, 3, 4, 5)
c(first, last)

# extract a value by name
.[beta = beta] <- list(alpha = 1, beta = 2, gamma = 3)
beta

# unpack nested values
Ix, Ly, .[z]1] <= list(1, list(2, list(3)))
c(x, y, z)

# split version components
.[major, minor, patch] <- getRversion()
c(major, minor, patch)
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
